CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain upon walking and unsteady gait.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has unsteady gait on and off, but now it is more significant and the patient has been going to a podiatrist for two to three years and she has problem with both feet especially weightbearing is most painful. The patient needs cane during the walking. She has used this two years ago and it is worse a year or so.
The patient has both knees pain and needs support during walking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or weakness of the upper extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema, but the patient has unsteady gait due to mild deformity of both the feet and significant arthritis and she has deformity of the toes.

Examination of the knees shows tenderness of the knee joint and weightbearing is most painful.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and she needs a cane during walking.
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
