CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right eye pain, nasal congestion with difficulty breathing and tearing of the eye.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed redness of the right eye for the past four to five days and he never had eye infections in the past. The patient does not have any visual problem.

The patient also complained of nasal congestion especially in the night time and he has chronic bronchitis and lately the patient has difficulty breathing with the nose especially on lying down. There was no sore throat.
The patient complained of tearing of the right eye and he had lacrimal duct blockage two years ago. The patient does not have any fever or chills and denied any cough or sputum production.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and he is on levothyroxine 100 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of chronic bronchitis and he is on Symbicort inhaler 160 mcg two puffs twice a day and also albuterol inhaler and solution.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife. Currently he does not work. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes or alcohol use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mild conjunctival congestion of the right eye and it is tearing significantly.
Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable. Nasal passages are congested and has partial obstructions.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema.
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
