Dear Dr. Aguirre:

Thank you for this referral.

The patient comes here for evaluation of his anemia, records reviewed, and consultation is as follows.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: He has history of Down’s syndrome, intellectual disability, history of congenital heart disease, ventricular septal defect, subsequent portal hypertension, history of cirrhosis of liver possibly from hepatitis B and history of pancytopenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 65-year-old male sitting in wheelchair features consistent with Down syndrome.

Eyes/ENT: All right.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Showed systolic murmur.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: WBC count is 3.6, hemoglobin 13.9, hematocrit 42.4, and platelet 196,000, which was on 06/11/25. On 02/11/25, WBC count was 3.7 and hemoglobin was 12.1.

DIAGNOSIS: Mild anemia and mild neutropenia most likely secondary to hypersplenism from cirrhosis.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Close monitoring might suffice. His platelet count is reasonably good, WBC, and hemoglobin are only slightly lower so close followup might surprise. Followup in three months with CBC.
