Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Mr. Peters with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in December.  Stable weight and appetite.  No reported gastrointestinal symptoms.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Minor edema.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No increase of dyspnea.  Superficial skin cancer Dr. Messenger topical treatment.  To see new diabetic doctor here at Sacred Heart, previously Dr. Ready has retired.  Glucose looks very well controlled, an average on his glucose monitor at 6.5 for corresponding glucose 135.  Follows with Dr. Krepostman everything stable.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Actos, glimepiride, blood pressure lisinopril, nifedipine, HCTZ and off the Januvia.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 178 and blood pressure by nurse 106/67.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Premature beats.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  2+ edema.  Nonfocal.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  He is known to have atrial fibrillation.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from June, stable anemia.  Creatinine 1.7, which is baseline representing GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus are normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  All chemistries are stable.  Tolerating lisinopril and other blood pressure medications.  Back on Actos, so far tolerating.  Edema probably multifactorial including body size, diet, kidney and effect of medications Actos and nifedipine.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.  Social issue enjoying playing golf and traveling visiting family.  Upcoming visit to Israel and Europe Rome, might be able to see the pope.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
