HISTORY: This is a 64-year-old gentleman here with headache. The patient was recently seen for this very headache. At that time, he was diagnosed with dehydration, was treated with IV fluids, antiemetic and discharged after he reported improvement. He states since he left pain goes and comes and today it is back. He states pain is just as bad as it was when he first came in on Monday.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 128/79.

Pulse is 75.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.0.

EYES: PERL. EOM full range of motion.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

ASSESSMENT: Headache.
PLAN: The patient was sent to the emergency room. This is the patient’s second visit for the same event; he was treated and medication he received is not helping on the outpatient basis. Strongly encouraged to go to the emergency room for further evaluation. He was initially given a consult for a CT scan of his brain, but stated that the radiology clinic cannot do a CT scan until 10 days. At that point, he was strongly encouraged to go directly to the emergency room.
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
