HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 60-year-old pretty healthy gentleman comes in with four days of diarrhea, cramping, abdominal pain, some blood on the toilet paper when he wipes. No frank blood. No history of colitis.
PAST MEDICAL PROBLEMS: Negative. He does have sleep apnea. He is on CPAP at this time.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Positive for pancreatitis, pancreatic cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a manager at an oil platform. He has had issues with diarrhea upon the top of the platform, which has been very embarrassing for him. He does not smoke. He drinks very little. He is not married. He has girlfriend; she has same symptoms at home as well.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Diarrhea, abdominal cramps, leg pain, arm pain, palpitations, dizziness, all most likely related to diarrhea.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Previously we had found some carotid stenosis, we will recheck that today, that has not really changed much. His abdominal ultrasound shows gallstones, which could be contributing to his diarrhea, but I believe this is an acute infection. We will check amylase, lipase, CBC, CMP, and liver function tests.
2. Frequent urination.
3. Slight BPH noted.
4. Leg pain.

5. Arm pain.

6. Vertigo stable.

7. The pain in the arms and legs is multifactorial.
8. Kidneys are within normal limits.
9. Tachycardia related to volume.
10. Push fluid.
11. Treat with Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. x 7 days and Flagyl 500 mg b.i.d. x 7 days.
12. Call me in two days.
13. Obtain blood work.

14. Check CBC, CMP, amylase, lipase, PSA, TSH, B12 as well as white count and amylase and lipase.
