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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient presents today with a chief complaint of traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he has traumatic brain injury from the frequent falls.  The patient tells me that he has injury to his legs, knees, and back.  He tells me that these are service related injury.  Because of these injuries, the patient tells me that he has hit his head many times.  He remembers at one time in 2021, he was in his house, his legs and back got so weak and painful that he was unable to support his body weight, he had fallen and fell to the ground and hit the head.  Hit the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for about a minute.  When he woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient had severe head pain for several days around the head.  The patient tells me that these similar episodes have been many times and he does not even remember how many times this has happened.

The patient has significant headaches.  The patient also has memory deficits.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient also has memory loss.
The patient is currently retired.  He is not working.
It is my opinion that the patient has had traumatic brain injury, as the result from the repetitive falling.  He was falling due to his leg pain, leg weakness, and back pain.  The patient had fallen many times in his house.  The patient tells me that he has fallen many times and hit the head resulted in loss of consciousness.  He would lose consciousness for about a minute or so and when he woke-up, the patient would have severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  It is my opinion that these repetitive fall and hitting the head, result in traumatic brain injury symptoms, such as recurrent headaches, poor memory, confusion, and dizziness symptoms.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury from the repetitive fall and hitting the head.
