Denise Eoll was seen in the office recently.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 50 mcg, 10 pills per week.

On this visit, there were no major complaints apart from tiredness.

General review otherwise is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 142/90 and weight 133 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was unremarkable. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent investigations had included an ultrasound of her thyroid gland, which did not show nodules and a TSH of 3.19, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis currently well compensations on her dose of levothyroxine.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue the current program. Followup at the end of October 2025.
