CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 71-year-old male with palpitations.
HPI: The patient is a 71-year-old male who reports that he is a scuba diver. Approximately 10 days ago, he experienced palpitations. These occurred spontaneously. The patient has had no chest pain or shortness of breath. However, he is concerned about the palpitations especially as he is about to go on a dive. The patient otherwise is doing well.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Splenectomy secondary to an impact accident.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, swelling.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had dementia, hypertension, and AFib.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking or drug use. He notes occasional alcohol. He did use marijuana in the distant past.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 132/74, pulse 64, respiratory rate 20, height 65.5” and weight 163.6 pounds.
DATA REVIEW: He was referred for exercise treadmill testing. Baseline ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 63 bpm. There is slight T-wave inversion in the inferior leads. There is left anterior fascicular block. The patient exercised 20 minutes and 8 seconds. He achieved a peak heart rate of 155 beats per minute, which is 104% of the maximum predicted heart rate. The treadmill test was stopped because of fatigue and target heart rate attained. ECG reveals no significant ST/T-wave changes. Rare PAC was noted. Test was negative for angina and negative for ischemic EKG changes.
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OVERALL IMPRESSION: The patient was found to have palpitations. He had borderline abnormal EKG. Stress test was noted to be normal.
PLAN: We will obtain lab work including magnesium, chemistries and complete blood count. We will proceed with echocardiogram and Zio Patch testing.
