CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after fasting blood test showing hypercholesterolemia and chronic kidney disease.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a fasting blood test and the results reviewed with the patient and her creatinine slightly elevated. Also the patient had lipid panel and cholesterol has improved.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, or tremors.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D supplements 2000 units once a day.

The patient has a history of essential tremors and she is on propranolol 120 mg tablets slow release one tablet a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives alone. She has two sisters nearby.

The patient denied any smoking habits, substance abuse or alcohol use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
