GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: Without rash or lesion.
EXTREMITIES: Focused Right Shoulder Exam: Negative crepitus. Negative edema. Positive point tenderness, front deltoid. Full range of motion. Upper extremity deep tendon reflexes are +2.
ASSESSMENT: Right shoulder pain.
PLAN: We will provide Celebrex for comfort as well as order MRI. We will follow up based on the results from there. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
