CC: “Sounds gurgly.”
HPI: A 90-year-old female with a history of COPD and p.r.n. O2 use per nasal cannula at 2 liters, is seen today after staff request I check in on her. Apparently, they report that she sounds gurgly. The patient has had no fevers or chills. Vital signs are stable. When I went in to see the patient, she is seated comfortably in her recliner. She made eye contact, knew who I was and when I told her why I was seeing her, she seemed surprised and asked why somebody said that and I responded that I was not sure, but I wanted to check to make sure she was okay. The patient states that she is not short of breath. When I asked about her getting up to use the toilet or going to the kitchen, does she feel any shortness of breath or have cough, she denied both. She was also not using her oxygen stating that she did not feel the need for it. The patient has had her normal p.o. intake of breakfast and lunch. Reminded her about staying hydrated which is an area that she needs prompting on. 
DIAGNOSES: COPD with p.r.n. O2 at 2 liters per nasal cannula – not in use when seen, moderate dementia without behavioral issues, hypertension, anxiety, depression, and chronic back pain.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol No.3 one tablet t.i.d., Breztri inhaler two puffs b.i.d., BuSpar 7.5 mg b.i.d., Celexa 20 mg q.d., Aricept 10 mg q.d., gabapentin 300 mg b.i.d. and 600 mg h.s., lidocaine patch to low back on in the a.m. off at h.s., lisinopril 5 mg q.d., Ativan 0.25 mg b.i.d., meloxicam 15 mg q.d., Namenda 5 mg q.d., methocarbamol 500 mg b.i.d., MiraLAX q.d., Daliresp 500 mcg one tablet q.d., Detrol LA 4 mg q.d., B complex one capsule q.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d. 

ALLERGIES: TETANUS, TETANUS TOXOID, and PCN. 
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated comfortably in her recliner. She made eye contact and was interactive.

HEENT: Conjunctivae are clear. Nares are patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple without LAD. O2 was not in use.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear both anterior and posterior. She had no cough. Good depth of inspiration.

CARDIAC: She had an irregular rhythm at a regular rate. No murmur, rub, or gallop noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves limbs. She is weightbearing. She ambulates in her room holding onto things outside of the room. She uses either her walker or wheelchair. She can propel the wheelchair if it is used. She has no lower extremity edema.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: “Gurgly breath sounds” not present when seen. The patient states that she feels comfortable. She does not need O2. She has been able to ambulate in her apartment and go down for a meal without feeling SOB. I reminded the patient that she does have O2 that she can use and if she needs help with starting it, to just let the staff know and we will follow up with her next week.
