CC: Followup on neurology appointment.

HPI: A 55-year-old female with a significant seizure disorder, is followed by Dr. Fahd Sultan at OUMC Neurology Clinic. The patient had an appointment with him on 06/12/2025 and he made some adjustments in her medications of adding carbamazepine to her medications. She has been taking it since I gave a verbal order on Friday, 06/13/2025. When I asked if she notes any difference and how she feels, she states that she does feel a little more sleepy, but she is used to that given the other medications that she takes. Overall, she states that she feels good. She has been sleeping without any problem. She wanted to show me a magnet that she has in her room and it is a round donut type though flat magnet and it can be placed on her scalp; this is different than one that she had shown me previously that was much larger. She has made an area on a shelf and put magnet here so that if she is having refractory seizures that it can be placed on her scalp to help decrease or stop the seizures. She has not had seizures in the last few days though.

DIAGNOSIS: Seizure disorder.
MEDICATIONS: She is on adding carbamazepine 200 mg tablet one tablet q.a.m., one tablet in the afternoon, which I clarified as 2 p.m. and three tablets at h.s., clonazepam 1 mg q.a.m. and h.s., Lamictal 150 mg two tablets q.a.m. and two and half tablets at h.s., Keppra 1000 mg a.m. and h.s., Lipitor 40 mg q.d., BuSpar 15 mg h.s., Celebrex 200 mg a.m. and h.s., B12 2500 mcg SL q.d., Remeron 30 mg h.s., MVI q.d., Zoloft 100 mg two tablets q.d., tizanidine 2 mg q.6h. p.r.n., and Zonegran 100 mg four capsules h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and pleasant female seen in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/81, pulse 90, temperature 98.3, respirations 16, and O2 saturation 96%. The patient is 5’4”, weighs 152 pounds, and BMI of 26.09.

NEURO: Makes eye contact, is verbal, going over her appointment, she likes to tell me the details. She was in good spirits.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is able to ambulate independently. No lower extremity edema. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Seizure disorder. Carbamazepine order has been written to add to her regimen and she did receive it today as well and she has followup with Dr. Sultan on 09/04/2025 and it is at 10:30 a.m.
