CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 22-year-old female with shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 22-year-old female who reports shortness of breath when she goes upstairs or whenever she is hiking. She has had no chest pain; however, she reports palpitations. She is concerned that her heart might be on the right side. She has no exertional chest pain. History is otherwise unremarkable.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: She denies.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: Unremarkable.
FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a Muslim. She denies cigarette smoking, alcohol or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Skin/Hair: She states that she has a pimple in her scalp.
Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 118/86, pulse 77, respiratory rate 16, height 63”, and weight 138.4 pounds.

HEENT: The scalp reveals a 1 to 2 cm irregular/oval cystic lesion in the left frontal region of her scalp. The exam otherwise is unremarkable.
DATA REVIEW: ECG reveals slight right axis. The precordial leads are noted to demonstrate slightly reverse progression.
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IMPRESSION:
1. Possible dextrocardia.
2. Abnormal EKG.

3. Sebaceous cyst of the scalp.

PLAN:
1. Chest x-ray PA and lateral.
2. Echocardiogram.

3. Referred to Dr. Terri Dunn to evaluate cystic scalp lesion.
