Mr. Cousino is a 94-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice today. He is currently on hospice with neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies. The patient is found to have significant weight loss, severe sundowner syndrome – requiring medication from time to time, total and complete disorientation and confusion – no longer oriented to person, place and time. The patient’s cognitive changes have been ongoing and have definitely gotten worse in the past two months. He also has a history of depression, CHF, hypertension, COPD, gastroesophageal reflux, and pulmonary hypertension with PVD and hypothyroidism. 
The patient lives with his daughter who is quite concerned about her dad’s appetite and weight loss. This was explained to the patient as to be unavoidable by our nurse practitioner. His MAC is 25.5, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, and KPS score is 40%. Given the natural progression of disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s weight is on the down slope so is his MAC given his protein-calorie malnutrition and weight loss diagnosis.
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
