This is a 91-year-old woman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. She is found to be confused, but stable. FAST score at 6C with no significant decline. KPS score remains at 40. The patient has actually gained 3 pounds. Her MAC though has not changed any at 10 and 9.5 on the right and left respectively. The patient’s confusion remains the same. She also suffers from difficulty with ambulation which has not had any falls recently, renal insufficiency stage III, hypertension, atrial fibrillation, chronic pain due to rotator cuff tear, history of polymyalgia rheumatica, spinal stenosis cervical region which affects her walking, history of glaucoma, history of subarachnoid bleed, loss of consciousness and metabolic encephalopathy. Blood pressure is 137/60. O2 sats 96% on room air. The patient had lost 3 pounds, but she has gained that back. So, weight remains the same with no significant change in her MAC. Her mentation still remains poor with no significant decline during this period. Overall prognosis remains poor for a 91-year-old woman with senile degeneration of the brain, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
