Dear Dr. Li:
This is a followup for Dennis with chronic kidney disease probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visits.  Decreased hearing stable.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Incontinent of urines, but good flow.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Prior prostate cancer and surgery frequency and urgency.  Stable dyspnea.  Underlying COPD.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  Uses inhalers as needed.  No purulent, material or hemoptysis.  No chest pain, palpitation or lightheadedness.  No major edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Notice the Benicar and Lasix.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 173 down from 180 and blood pressure 120/68.  COPD changes, but clear.  No severe respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Tympanic abdomen.  No gross ascites or tenderness.  No major edema.  Hard of hearing, but normal speech.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from April, close to normal hemoglobin.  Creatinine 1.28, which is baseline representing a GFR 56 stage III.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Phosphorus not available.  Liver function test normal.  Diabetes A1c 6.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable or improved.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Probably diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No need for EPO treatment.  Monitor upper potassium.  No need for bicarbonate.  Phosphorus needs to be part of the blood test.  Tolerating ARB Benicar.  Chronic urinary symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  He will be traveling for the winter.  I will see him in spring next year.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
