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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1964 in Oregon, the patient was on a bar patrol in the Rogue River.  The patient tells me that he was in a Coast Guard boat.  Suddenly, there was a big wave that came onto his boat.  The wave shattered the windshield glass on the patrol boat.  The glass fragment hit the top of the right side of his head.  The patient had immediate bleeding from the top of the head.  The patient had immediate dazed feeling.  He was dizzy, confused, and disoriented.  He did not lose consciousness.  However, he has severe head pain, dizzy, and confusion.  The symptoms lasted for several days.  He eventually saw a medical doctor.  A medical doctor had put stitches on to the scalp on the top of the right side of the head.  The patient had head pain for many days.
Since the event, the patient has frequent headaches.  The patient is also dizzy.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  It affected his memory.  His memory is not as good as before.  The patient also has chronic headaches since then.
The patient is currently retired.  He is not working.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury in 1964.  The patient was in the patrol boat with the Coast Guard at the Rogue River in Oregon.  There was suddenly a big wave, the wave came over-the-top of the boat, and hit the windshield and shattered windshield.  The window fragment, which was heavy, flew and hit the top of his right head.  The patient had immediate headache.  He also had bleeding from the top of the head.  He had immediate dizzy and lightheadedness, confusion, disorientation, and daze feeling.  The patient subsequently had stitches to the scalp.  Since this event, the patient has chronic headaches, chronic dizziness, ringing in the ears, cognitive memory deficits, and poor memory.  It is my opinion that the chronic headaches, poor memory, dizziness, ringing in the ears all related to the injury to the head from the windshield glass.
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
