This is a 56-year-old gentleman on hospice with congestive heart failure. He has a history of systolic heart failure with low ejection fraction. He is short of breath at all times. His blood pressure today is elevated at 153/100 and 160/100. He states that he quit taking his losartan; he does not know exactly why. He also has a history of peripheral vascular disease and left below-the-knee amputation secondary to PVD, also history of stroke, MI, has four stents in his heart. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. His increased blood pressure I believe has caused the exacerbation of his heart failure with more edema in his leg, also with O2 sat hovering around 92%. He has a history of sleep apnea, right-sided heart failure as well as atherosclerotic heart disease. His KPS is at 40%. He has bowel and bladder incontinence and ADL dependency. His MAC was at 36 cm. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six month to live. He also was told to resume his losartan right away and the nurse will check on him in the next 24 to 48 hours to make sure his blood pressure has stabilized.
