CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of abnormal echocardiogram showing diastolic dysfunction. The patient also has chronic rashes on the scalp, constipation, and left leg abnormality.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had an EKG as a preop following that the patient had echocardiographic study which showed diastolic dysfunction and the ejection fraction was 55. The patient had no chest pain or shortness of breath.

The patient has chronic rashes and he is on Bactrim DS one tablet twice a day prescribed by dermatologist.
The patient also has constipation on and off and he never had blood in the stools.

The patient has poor circulation in the left leg and he is scheduled for arterial Doppler test.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities. The patient has non-palpable left dorsalis pedis.
