


ASSUME CARE NOTE

CC: Assume care.
HPI: A 94-year-old female who was seen for initial visit. The patient is seen in the dining room seated at another table with female residents, appears to be comfortable. She was receptive to being seen. The patient is quiet, she did make eye contact, did not say much at all. Staff report that she is compliant with care, sleeps through the night, has not had any recent falls.
DIAGNOSES: Severe vascular dementia, hypertension, asthma, osteoarthritis and mixed anxiety disorder/depression.
MEDICATIONS: Aricept 10 mg h.s., Singulair 10 mg h.s., Advair Diskus 100/50 mcg one puff q.12h., MVI q.d. Norvasc 5 mg q.d. and D3 5000 IU q.d.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Pleasant elderly female, seated quietly, cooperative to exam.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2. She is alert, but quiet, directable. She did speak a few words that were basic yes/no.

HEENT: She has short, thinning, dark hair that had just been combed at the beauty shop and she was happy about that. EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclera. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Native dentition in poor repair.

RESPIRATORY: She has fair respiratory effort. Clear lung fields. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Vascular dementia, appears stable, there are no behavioral issues and is cooperative to care. Some limitation in expressing her needs, but staff are aware of gestures, expression.
2. Pain management of OA pain, is managed with Tylenol on a p.r.n. basis, so less an issue than previously.
3. Bladder cancer by history. This is monitored, no plan for interventional care.
