The patient presents for refills with history of hypertension, asthma, depression and anxiety.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Few rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Hypertensive cardiovascular disease, asthma, depression, and anxiety.
PLAN: The patient given refills of albuterol inhaler two puffs p.r.n.; albuterol 1.25 mg/3 mL to use in nebulizer as needed with refill of tubing and mask. Follow up regular care specialist and here as needed.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with history of asthma.
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
