MVA NOTE

The patient is here for followup MVA. She states she was here on 10/25/2024 by a truck with fractured left hip and left femur. She was in the hospital for two months and to rehab. She states walking now with cane for the past three weeks for the first time post being in a nursing home. She states she reinjured at the airport with a helper escorting her down a ramp, declining ramp, losing control of wheelchair with re-injury after loss of control of wheelchair by the employee pushing her, unable to stop after losing control of wheelchair. She states she stopped it with her feet going down ramp. She describes pain to the left leg post accident. She was helped by Uber driver picking her up. She states that she has had increased pain with swelling of left lower extremity and ankle with continued pain increasing using walker to get around with increased pain left knee and ankle. She has not been able to contact her PCP who has retired because of chemotherapy.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Diffuse tenderness left distal anterior calf and left ankle and dorsal foot. Shows me a picture with 3+ swelling present to the left lower extremity and ankle post accident, now cleared. She is ambulating with cane with some difficulty. Gait: Difficulty using cane. Neurovascular and Tendons: No definite injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Major injury left ankle and foot and distal tibia with possible fracture.

PLAN: X-rays were to be taken of left tibia, left knee and left ankle. Because self-pay, wants to wait until cleared by attorney, seeking legal counsel and support post injury. Recommend physical therapy also to be initiated after seen by lawyer. The patient was given tramadol 50 mg #15 and meloxicam 15 mg. The patient is to continue limited ambulation with support. To follow up in one week to see if she has seen attorney and is getting recommended care.
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
