Ms. Taylor is currently on hospice because of end-stage Alzheimer’s dementia.
The patient’s history and findings were obtained from relative, her son. The patient was taken care of by her son till recently, was placed in a nursing sitting with only two other residents. Her son tells me that mother’s Alzheimer’s dementia is definitely getting worse; she does not recognize him most of the time. She is bedbound. Of course, she is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent. She eats very little. Today, she is babbling; most of the time, she is nonverbal. KPS _______. MAC _______. FAST _______.
The patient’s appetite is diminished. She is now eating only 20%. The son is happy with the care she has been receiving; she has been kept clean, her diaper has been changed on regular basis. Her son states that her condition has worsened especially in the past six weeks. She also has history of sundowner syndrome. Once again, she is not oriented to person, place or time. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
