Dear Sirs at the Laurels of Carson City:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Taylor who was seen in consultation on February 25, 2025, with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, anemia and dementia.  He has been living in the Laurels of Carson City for about two years now and he has been doing quite well according to staff members.  He does suffer from dementia so most of the information is obtained from staff today during this telemedicine visit.  They report that he is eating well and he is up every day in a wheelchair and participates in activities.  His behavior is well controlled and his weight is stable.  He has not complained of any chest pain or palpitation.  He does not appear excessively short of breath.  Urine appears clear without blood or cloudiness and no current edema.
Medications:  Tylenol is 500 mg every six hours as needed, allopurinol is 50 mg on Sunday and Thursday, amlodipine 5 mg daily, Lasix 20 mg daily, Synthroid 50 mcg daily, oxycodone 5 mg every six hours as needed for pain, Reglan 5 mg before meals, ReQuip 0.25 mg daily, Flomax 0.4 mg daily, Zyrtec 5 mg daily, MiraLax 17 g daily as needed for constipation and Benadryl 25 mg and half dose every eight hours as needed.
Physical Examination:  The patient is able to say Hi.  He is not alert and not oriented currently, but he appears cooperative and in the wheelchair today.  Weight 148.8 pounds, pulse 75 and blood pressure was 117/72.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 12, 2025.  Hemoglobin 11.0, normal white count and normal platelets.  His creatinine is 1.89, which is stable, albumin 3.4, calcium is 8.1, carbon dioxide 24, potassium 4.8, sodium is 135 and phosphorus 5.4.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We would like labs done every three months.
2. Hypertension is well controlled with current medications.  No changes are indicated.
3. Anemia of chronic disease with stable hemoglobin levels.
4. Dementia currently stable and the patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
