This is a progress report on Larry Moore.

Larry comes here for evaluation today. He is 78-year-old male with history of hypertension and hypogonadism. The patient also has history of right shoulder pain for which he is seeing a surgeon who has scheduled surgery and patient requested a evaluation prior to surgery.

SYMPTOMS: He feels fine.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, which appears to be well controlled on medications. The patient is taking amlodipine 5 mg twice daily. The patient also has history of hypogonadism for which he takes testosterone shots once every three to four months. Recently, he had right inguinal hernia repair. He also has abdominal aneurysm.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a 78-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Weighing 228 pounds, height 6 feet tall, and blood pressure 135/86.
HEENT: Normocephalic.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Obese.

Extremities: Right shoulder almost frozen.

CNS: No gross abnormality.

LAB: His labs from three months ago CBC was normal. CMP was normal. Lipid profile was normal. His testosterone was low at 226.
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DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension well controlled.

2. Hypogonadism.

3. History of hemochromatosis now in control.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient appears to be in good health. He should do fine with planned arthroplasty.
