HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Stoneberger is a 59-year-old gentleman comes in today with left hand middle finger edema for five days. He stated he had surgery and he feels like the swelling may be caused by an infection.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and HIV.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy, tonsillectomy, left hand surgery most recently.

MEDICATIONS: He takes losartan and HIV medication.

ALLERGIES: LEVAQUIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. No drug use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a 59-year-old gentleman, alert, awake, in no distress. He comes in with what looks like left third digit cellulitis postop.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 189 pounds, temperature 97.9, O2 sat 99%, respiratory rate 20, pulse 75 and blood pressure 131/69.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
EXTREMITIES: Slight redness, heat, swelling noted about the left third digit.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Left third digit infection or cellulitis.

2. Treat with Bactrim DS, doxycycline.

3. Dress with Bactroban.

4. Wash with hydrogen peroxide.
5. Culture and sensitivity obtained.

6. The patient is to come back in few days.
7. At the time of visit, Rocephin 1 g was given.
8. The patient was told to call back if there were any changes noted in his finger.
ADDENDUM: The culture and sensitivity comes back positive for staph. NO SIGN OF MRSA. All sensitivities are positive.
