Long discussion with the patient today regarding her cholesterol of 272 and LDL of 189. She is taking her Crestor 40 mg every day religiously. I am going to increase that to 80 mg today. Also, because A1c is elevated to 6.3, I increased her metformin to 500 mg twice a day.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
MEDICATIONS: New medication list.

1. Crestor is going to be 80 mg once a day.

2. Metformin 500 mg twice a day.

Because we increased her Crestor, she is going to come back in six weeks to get blood test done both for cholesterol and liver function tests that are very important. This was discussed, prescription called to Walgreens at 936-760-6600 now.

ADDENDUM: The patient’s Crestor was increased to 80 mg, but they do not make Crestor 80 mg. In order to reduce the total cholesterol, I changed that from Crestor to Lipitor 80 mg. We will watch her liver function test, watch her cholesterol; if no change, we will add a different medication along with lower dose of statins.
