Dear Dr. Boyajian:
Thank you for referring Ms. Carole Gaughran for Infectious Diseases evaluation.
As you know, the patient was diagnosed with Lyme disease in 2022 and received some therapy; however, treatment regimen is unclear. The patient recently had a repeat test, which was still positive for Lyme disease.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for connective tissue disease, possible Sjögren’s versus lupus, has positive ANA.
This time, the patient has no specific joint symptoms although she complains of chronic dizziness and has osteoarthritis status post knee replacement and has unsteady gait.
Because of the positive ANA, there is a chance that this can give false-positive Lyme serology, which can persist indefinitely due to polyclonal gammopathy. If the patient did not receive treatment, then a full course of treatment might be acceptable given the fact that diagnostic testing at this point may be difficult especially obtaining spinal fluid or other invasive procedures.
We will discuss further with you and family members before initiating therapy.
Thank you very much for allowing me to participate in the care of this patient.
