Mr. McCullough is a 58-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of heart failure. The patient has lost weight due to cardiac cachexia. He has MAC of 43 cm on the left side. He also suffers from atherosclerotic heart disease, has history of coronary angiography and implants and cardiac pacemaker, type II diabetes and chronic low back pain. The patient currently has a KPS score of 50%.
The patient has severe sleep apnea. The patient has an EF of 30% and has unstable angina despite being on treatment, continues to have chest pain at all times, which makes symptoms consistent with unstable angina with a high risk of sudden death.
The patient lives with the help of Donna who his caretaker. He is short of breath at all times. He belongs to New York Heart Association Class IV. He is now sleeping 8 to 12 hours a day. His condition is worsening as far as his heart is concerned. He has chronic angina. He requires pain medication at all times. His O2 sat is 93% at the time of evaluation. He is no longer a candidate for any further angioplasty and/or open heart bypass surgery. He was told and he has chosen hospice and palliative care for the rest of the time he has on this earth; most likely has less than six months to live given his advanced heart failure and his coronary artery disease.
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
