CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of cough, left-sided rib pain, urinary incontinence, dryness of mouth, and nasal congestion.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she started having coughing for the past two weeks and it is mostly dry and the patient has such episodes for last few years.

The patient complained of left-sided rib pain and it is worse upon coughing. There is no fall or accident.

The patient also noticed urinary incontinence and there is no burning urination and she has not seen any blood in the urine.
The patient also complained of dryness of throat. Sometimes she has nasal congestion and breathes mostly from the mouth in the nighttime.

The patient has nasal congestion and it started two weeks ago and the patient has used over-the-counter medication with some relief.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg once a day.

The patient also has a history of chronic rhinitis and she is on fluticasone nasal spray one puff each nostril once a day and cetirizine was discontinued two months ago.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and she never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. She is very active at home.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality. Nasal passages are almost congested without any bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals tenderness of the left-sided lower ribs without any deformity.
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
