CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of chest wall pain, followup for cardiac pacemaker, followup for liver abnormality and rib pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that recently she had the pacemaker placement and after that she came today for followup and it is painful on her surgical wound and there is no discharge.
The patient also came today with a chief complaint of chest wall pain especially costochondral joints. She had this problem three years ago and had extensive workup done which was unremarkable. Pain level is 3 or 4 and it is worse upon exertion.
CT scan in the hospital showed there was opacity on the liver and the patient never had any drinking habits. It was reviewed with the gastroenterologist and recommended MRI of the liver.
The patient has rib pain especially on the left side and it is worse upon exertion or coughing. The patient did not fell down.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, cough, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient also has coronary artery disease and she is on aspirin 81 mg and clopidogrel.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single parent and she has grandkids that she takes care of and she works part-time job. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Wall examination reveals tenderness of the costochondral joints especially on the left side and there is no deformity.

Pacemaker is in place. The wound is healing well without any discharge. There is postop tenderness.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active. Liver is not palpable.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

There is mild tenderness of the left whole ribs and there are no skin changes.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
