CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of neck pain and upper back pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has worsening of pain in the neck as well as in the upper back and this started after she moved a furniture at home and there is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities. The patient had cervical spine surgery in the past.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
