Dear Dr. Kozlovski:

This is a followup for Mr. Berry with chronic kidney disease and obstructive uropathy.  Last visit in January.  Comes accompanied with girlfriend.  Doing catheterization four times a day at night however around 10 or 11 hours.  Volume drain between 300 to 900.  No infection, cloudiness, or blood.  No abdominal back pain or fever.  No nausea or vomiting.  Review of system is actually negative except for just energy level is low, but he tries to be physically active.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight the Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 155 pounds stable and blood pressure nurse 141/89.  Very pleasant elderly gentleman.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No major edema and nonfocal.  He looks slender.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries review.  Creatinine is stable 1.9 and GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and no anemia.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB urinary retention and obstructive uropathy.  Continue self bladder catheterizations.  No progression.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders or bicarbonate replacement.  Present diet, potassium, nutrition, and calcium are normal.  Blood pressure in the office relatively high, he needs to check it at home.  All issues discussed.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
