Dear Mrs. Manning:
This is a followup for Mr. Carll with history of elevated calcium from sarcoidosis.  He has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  Accompanied by two granddaughters.  He comes in a wheelchair.  He has severe expressive aphasia and right-sided hemiplegia.  Tolerating diet.  No reported hospital admission.  No reported vomiting, diarrhea, bleeding or infection in the urine.  No falls.  No respiratory distress.  Stable edema.  Review of system otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight Keppra, Lipitor, and Plavix.  Started on Actos low dose.  Remains on prednisone low dose 5 mg.

Physical Examination:  No weight available.  Blood pressure has been in the 100s/60s.  Neurological changes as indicated above.  Lungs are clear.  No pericardial rub.  Abdominal distention.  He wears a brace on the right lower extremity.  Minimal edema on the left.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from June.  No anemia.  Actually hemoglobin runs high.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  Prior creatinine 1.8 representing a GFR of 38.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB.  No evidence of progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Calcium appears to be well controlled.  Prior elevation thought to be related to sarcoidosis although no biopsy has been done.  This was because of elevated vitamin D125 and high level of ACE.  Remains on a low dose of prednisone, right-sided hemiplegia, and expressive aphasia, wheelchair bounded.  Family members are taking well control of him.  There is high hemoglobin probably concentration as absolute red blood cell count is not elevated.  Other chemistries are stable.  Recent expose to Actos.  Monitor for edema or volume overload.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
