Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup for Mr. Stuckey with chronic kidney disease, underlying hypertension, and incidental right-sided renal mass.  Cryoablation was done.  MRI recently done.  The size of the mass on the right-sided is shrinking.  There are two large cysts of the left followed by urology.  No evidence of stone, septations, or abnormalities for complex cysts.  Extensive review of systems done with the help of family member.  He is very short in his answers.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Metoprolol and Norvasc.

Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure nurse 138/87.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no major abnormalities.  No abdominal tenderness or back discomfort.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs: Chemistries, creatinine 1.69 representing a GFR 49 stage III.  This is new steady with normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  No major activity in the urine, trace of blood and protein.  PTH normal and no protein in the urine.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, stable overtime.  Clear renal cell carcinoma, cryoablation, and renal cysts.  No obstruction.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure well controlled.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium, bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  No activity in the urine.  Stable hemoglobin.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
