Dear Prakash:
This is a followup for Mrs. Ramirez with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Comes accompanied with brother.  Last visit in January.  No hospital admission.  Psychiatry problems with anxiety.  Comes in a wheelchair.  Night cramps.  No claudication symptoms or discolor of the toes.  No changes on appetite.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  There is constipation.  Occasionally rectal bleeding, probably hemorrhoids.  No pain.  No abdominal discomfort.  No chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Review medications, anti-psychiatry medications as well as dementia and insulin.
Physical Examination:  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  No edema.  She is pleasant. Blood pressure 123/71.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.54 which is baseline.  GFR 34 stage IIIB. Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  CBC phosphorus was not done.  Previously anemia 11.7.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Monitor anemia for EPO treatment.  Phosphorus needs to be part of chemistries.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  Blood pressure normal.  Renal standpoint is stable.  Update PTH secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
