Dear Dr. Stack:
This is a followup for Brian with history of chronic kidney disease from milk-alkali syndrome.  Last visit in July.  No hospital visit.  Review of systems extensively done being negative.  Minimal edema.  No kidney stones.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Norvasc, atenolol, on Actos, cholesterol and triglyceride treatment.

Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Blood pressure 132/86 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  Overweight of the abdomen. No tenderness.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistry shows creatinine 1.6 stable representing a GFR 49 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  Potassium and acid base stable.  No need to change diet or bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Same medications.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
