Dear Dr. Saxena:
This is a followup for Mrs. Sanford with SIADH, hypertension, normal kidney function, and microscopic hematuria.  Last visit a year ago.  Developed complications right-sided eye blindness.  No macular degeneration.  She was getting infections. 24 hours later no eyesight.  Left-sided appears stable.  Question symptoms of urinary tract infection.  No fever, nausea, vomiting, abdominal or back pain, or diarrhea.  No blood in the urine.  Very stressful as she is taking care of husband with dementia.  Hard of hearing.  Extensive review of systems negative.  Some frequency, nocturia and incontinence.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight verapamil.  Blood pressure today 110/62 on the right-sided large cuff.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites or tenderness. No edema. Nonfocal.
Labs:  Normal kidney function.  Minor low-sodium.  Normal potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia with microcytosis stable

Assessment and Plan:  Hyponatremia, hypoosmolality, probably SIADH, is very minor stable overtime.  Continue fluid restriction.  No need for ADH antagonist.  No need for sodium tablets.  Normal kidney function.  Prior low level of hematuria, not gross.  Relative small kidney on the left comparing to the right.  Normal blood pressure.  From the renal standpoint, things are stable.  I am going to be standby.  No follow up is scheduled.  Let me know if any changes.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
