MEDICATIONS:

ALLERGIES: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 138/85.

Pulse is 71.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT: Physical examination for surgical clearance.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient had the following test done: EKG. EKG revealed old anterior infarct.

The patient was advised that he may have to have a stress test prior to us clearing him considering what findings on EKG.

Labs are drawn. Labs include CBC, CMP, INR, PT, and PTT.
