Dear Dr. Kozlovski:
This is a followup for Nancy with advanced renal failure and diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in May.  Has gained 5 pounds.  Uses a walker.  No falling episode.  Isolated nausea.  No vomiting.  Stable reflux.  No abdominal pain or bleeding.  Isolated diarrhea.  Recently urinary tract infection apparently Keflex.  No gross hematuria.  Chronic back pain.  No radiation.  Dyspnea at rest and/or activity.  Morbid obesity.  CPAP machine.  No oxygen.  Inhalers as needed.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the losartan, Lasix, short and long-acting insulin and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 130/76 on the right-sided.  Lungs distant clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  4+ edema.  No cellulitis bilateral.  Old AV fistula clotted on the left-sided.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.46 stable over the last few years representing a GFR 40 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  There is metabolic acidosis down to 16 with high chloride.  Normal calcium, phosphorus and albumin.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension stable the last few years.  No progression.  No dialysis, not symptomatic.  There is metabolic acidosis.  Her diarrhea does not sound severe so this could be potentially renal tubular abnormalities.  There has been no need for change in diet for potassium.  No phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  Tolerating ARB losartan.  Continue diabetes and cholesterol management.  She has urinary incontinence and frequency.  Has follow through urology McLaren Mount Pleasant.  She needs to go back.  Right now Dr. Cotant is in charge of that clinic.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
