Dear Sirs at PACE:
This is a followup for Mr. Wallace with chronic kidney disease, prior acute event at the time of partial small bowel obstruction, dehydration and ileostomy losses in the face of lisinopril.  Since last visit in March no hospital visit.  Uses a cane.  No fall.  Weight and appetite stable.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  Ostomy in place.  No abdominal discomfort and nocturia, but no incontinence, infection, cloudiness or blood.  No major edema.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the bicarbonate and Norvasc.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 209 and blood pressure by nurse 162/98.  He needs to check blood pressure at home.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Ostomy, no bleeding.  No abdominal distention.  Below the knee amputation on the left-sided, right leg no edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from May.  Creatinine 1.49, which is baseline representing GFR 52 stage III.  Metabolic acidosis 18.  Normal sodium, potassium, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III.  No progression.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Has GI losses from ostomy with chronic bicarbonate despite replacement.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Blood pressure needs to be checked at home before we adjust medications.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  He remains off lisinopril since the acute event as indicated above.  There has been prior infection in the unit, but is not active at this point in time.  Prior urinary retention with minor hydroureter.  All issues discussed.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
