This is a followup consultation on Wanda Palmore.

The patient comes here for followup today. She was seen initially on June 19th at that time she was seen for evaluation of anemia. The patient had recent past medical history of breast cancer diagnosed in October 2023 she has been on tamoxifen. When evaluated in the office, her hemoglobin was 10.4 and hematocrit was 30.5. Her BUN was 29, creatinine was 1.3, and EGFR was 39. Her serum iron was 119, ferritin was 293, and reticular count was 1.6 everything was suggestive of renal insufficiency causing anemia so when seen today the patient was offered Procrit.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 1 inch tall and weighing 105 pounds.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Anemia from chronic kidney disease.

2. History of breast cancer. The patient on tamoxifen.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and give her Procrit 40,000 units subQ today and we will check her in three weeks if she benefits we will continue if not then we will just watch her.
