CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup. He states that he had irritation and swelling around his eyes, he states also boxing caused it, so stopped taking medications with questionable allergic reaction, with reoccurrence of cravings for cocaine, with history of relapse for two days; he states last time was two years ago, now is back on Suboxone without problems. He states that the swelling and itching around eyes is now resolving. He has been using wife’s steroid cream.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Suboxone abuse.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient seems to be committed to abstaining from cocaine, believing that Suboxone is suppressing his craving and wife wants him to continue to be on it for now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Faint small periorbital edema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup opioid use disorder, questionable reaction to Suboxone doubt (substance use disorder) by history with relapse.
PLAN: The patient is again advised to follow up in two weeks to monitor progress and as needed.
