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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that during the summer of 1979, the patient was involved in a motorcycle accident.  The patient was riding his motorcycle in Glendale, Arizona.  The patient was learning to ride a motorcycle in the parking lot in the community college.  The patient tells me that he suddenly lost control of the motorcycle and ran into a tree.  The patient flew forward and hit the forehead onto the tree.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he was in a coma.  He woke up in the Intensive Care Unit and the patient does not remember what happened.  He does not remember the name of his roommate.  He does not remember the name of the girlfriend.  He does not even remember the date.  He was complete disoriented.  He had a severe head pain and confusion.  The patient stayed in the Intensive Care Unit for several days.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  The patient almost has a headache every day.  The patient tells me that he needs to take __________
The patient is currently working for Ace Hardware.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are affecting him to work.  His headaches are affecting his concentration and focus at work.  The patient is not able to focus well.  The patient has difficulty to remember his task duties at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In 1979, the patient was learning to ride a motorcycle.  The patient lost control and hit a tree.  He fell forward and hit the forehead onto the tree and he had immediate loss of consciousness.  As a matter of fact, he had a coma.  He woke-up in the Intensive Care Unit in the hospital.  He does not remember what happened.  He does not even remember his name of his roommate and the name of his girlfriend at that time.  The patient had severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation for many days.  Since then, he has significant headache.  He has a headache almost every day since then.  It is my opinion that the head injury followed by loss of consciousness, coma, severe head pain, confusion, disorientation, amnesia, and followed by daily headaches now, these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
