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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Pensacola, Florida in March 2000.  The patient tells me he was in flight school.  The only time he walked right into an airplane propeller.  He tells me that he got a severe laceration in the right eyebrow.  As he hit the propeller, he had complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  He was out of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe pain in the right side of the head and in the right eyebrow.  The patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient had a severe head pain.  The patient subsequently seen a doctor, the patient had received stitches.
The patient tells me since the event, the patient had headache.  The patient tells me that his frequent headaches almost every day.  The patient is ringing in the ears.  The patient has concentration difficulties.  The patient has tiredness.  The patient has lack of energy.  The patient has difficulty in slowing and thinking and speaking.
The patient is currently retired from the Coast Guard few days ago.  The patient used to be a pilot for the Coast Guard.  He tells me that his symptoms are constant headaches, dizziness, ringing in the ears, and affecting him to fly.  The patient had to stop flying because of these symptoms.  The patient was not able to concentrate and focus with flying.  The headache is significantly affecting his concentration and focus.
