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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Tingling and numbness in the fingers.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is an 86-year-old male, with chief complaint of tingling and numbness in the fingers.  The patient tells me that both hands and the fingers are still numb and weak.  The patient tells me that he had surgery for carpal tunnel bilaterally.  He also has ulnar nerve surgery bilaterally.  However, the patient is still having tingling and numbness symptoms.  The patient is weak in the hands.

MOTOR EXAMINATION: The patient’s weakness in both hands. 4+/5 bilaterally. The patient sensory examination, the patient has tingling and numbness in the bilateral fingers bilaterally.

IMPRESSION
1. Carpal tunnel syndrome, bilateral severe.
2. Ulnar entrapment neuropathy at the elbow, bilaterally severe.
3. Cervical spondylosis.  The patient already had an MRI of the neck.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. The patient will recommend to follow up with the orthopedic hand specialist for the ulnar neuropathy and carpal tunnel syndrome.
3. Recommend to the patient to obtain the physical therapy for carpal tunnel syndrome, ulnar neuropathy, and cervical spondylosis.
4. We will refer the patient to Dr. Burgar.
5. Explained to the patient benefit and risk of surgery.
