RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.

3. Also recommend the patient to follow with his primary care doctor.

4. The patient treatment options available for spine pain, including physical therapy, medications, epidural injections, and surgery.

5. Explained to the patient the risk and benefit of each treatment.
