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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Vertigo.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 29-year-old female, with chief complaint of vertigo.  The patient tells me that she has room spinning sensation.  It comes intermittently.  It comes once a month or twice a month.  It is not severe.  The patient tells me that she feels room spinning.  There is no hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.  The patient has been taking Xanax.  The Xanax helps the vertigo.  There are no side effects to the Xanax.  The patient is not taking Xanax everyday.

IMPRESSION
Vertigo.  The patient likely a benign positional vertigo.  The patient tells me that the Xanax has been helping her significantly.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. I will prescribe her Xanax 0.5 mg one pill day as needed, for vertigo symptoms.

3. Recommend to the patient the common side effects from Xanax including sleepiness, drowsiness, sedation, dependency, and tolerance.

4. Explained to the patient not to take that everyday.  Explained to her they get as needed basis.

5. Explained to the patient common signs and symptoms of acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

6. Explained to the patient let me know immediately if she develops any other signs and symptoms.
