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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Fingers tingling and numbness symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 61-year-old male with chief complaint of tingling and numbness symptoms.  The patient tells me that he has numbness in bilateral fingers.  The right finger is worse than the left.  Her right fingers are constantly tingling and numbness.  There is also some weakness involving things according to the patient.  The patient denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

Physical examination, the patient had decrease sensation to fingers bilaterally.  It is more on the right than the left.

DIAGNOSTIC TESTS
EMG nerve conduction study was performed today.  It shows mild to moderate acute cervical radiculopathy, most likely right C5-C6 level.

IMPRESSION
Mild to moderate acute cervical radiculopathy, most likely at the right C5-C6 level.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Explained to the patient treatment options available for cervical radiculopathy including medications, physical therapy, epidural injection, and surgery.

3. I will refer the patient to a spine specialist, Dr. Hau, for further evaluation.

4. Pros and cons of treatment options for each treatment.
